Payment, Late Entry & Refund Policy

= Please include payment of entry fees with your
registration. Also, all competitors must
purchase full admission tickets for the day their
event is held.

Student-Teacher / Student-Student Solo
Routines

« These are individual performances by a student
with his or her teacher or with another student
choreographed to a specific piece of music. The
routines are not judged against each other but are
evaluated by a panel of judges and are given a
mark and a written critique.

* Music duration per routine must not exceed 3
minutes. All music for solo routines must be
recorded onto compact discs and clearly labelled
with your names and dance.

= All dancers must be ready to perform at least 20
minutes prior to their scheduled time. If you are
late, you will have to wait for arecall of your
routine.

Pro-Am Group Single or Multi-Dance Syllabus
Competitions — Bronze to Gold

» These events consist of students dancing with
their teachers in competition with other students.
Only the students (and not the teachers) are
judged.

Pro-Am Group Single or Multi-Dance Open
Competitions (Pre-Championship &
Championship)

= In these competitions, the couple will be judged,
(not just the students).

Age restrictions

= Students may compete in up to two different age
groups, provided always that they qualify for
those age groups.

» There are no age restrictions in Pre-
Championship and Championship.

Proficiency levels for Pro-Am Group Single or

Multi-Dance competitions — Syllabus to
Championship

= All students are permit ted to dance in two
consecutive proficiency levels, e.g. Gold and
Pre-Championship or Bronze and Silver.

= All syllabus levels for Pro-Am Group Single or
Multi-Dance competitions —Bronze, Silver and
Gold, will be invigilated.

Pro-Am Registration

= All Canadian professionals participating in any
Pro-Am event must be registered as a
competitor with the Canadian Dancesport
Federation. Proregistration forms may be
downloaded from the CDF website at
www.canadiandancesportfederation.org

= The organizers reserve the right to cancel or
combine levels and categories due to insufficient
entries.

= Couples must register together, pick up their
numbers and sign the waiver forms.

* The schedule is subject to change, and events can
be run up to an hour ahead of posted times.

» There is a $5 refundable deposit for competition
numbers. Please have $5 cash ready when
registering at the competition.
